In the previous decade the euphemisms formation process proceeds with special
intensity. This is explained by the fact that in the modern world one of the most
important factors promoting euphemisms formation, and their fastening in a language
is their ability to be a powerful tool of new public sets formation, and euphemisms
receive extremely wide circulation in socially significant spheres of speech activity.

The term ‘euphemism’ is generally understood as an innocuous word or
expression used in place of one that may be found offensive or suggest something
unpleasant.
