ESTRADA AS A SPECIAL FORM OF SHOW-ART

Estrada is a specific sort of art that needs a profound investigation. This need is coursed by its
basic demands and all constituents of estrada should adhere to them. One of the most vital
characteristics of estrada is its relevance. It refers not only to subject area of events, technical
equipment, means of expression, but also methodological basis of theoretical aspect of the issued sort
of art. The notion of estrada is relevant only for the studies of art for the counties belonging to the post
USSR camp. Although openness and inclination to theoretical basis of foreign studies of art coursed
the need for its adaptation and search of appropriate equivalents. This need is also amplified by
incorrect substitution of the notion “estrada” by the equivalent “show business”.

The investigation results in the suggestion to use the term “show” which mediately reflects
certain characteristics of the art of estrada. Although among all investigations deals with borrowed
terminology that came to print there is none which gives exhaustive information. The issue of
correlation of notions Estrada and show art is covered by O. Goncharuk. Particular aspects are of
show program are researched by A. Cherednikova and O. Lytvynenko, V. Chaunin, N. Scorochod. The
television aspects are viewed by A. Salichova, E. Shestakova and others. Although even among the
great amount of already existing researches there is none which proposes a relevant synonym to the
term Estrada which would reflects all the particularities that are inherent to the notion of it.

The article contains analytical approach upon the offered equivalents of the term “show” as
ones that are quite close to the traditional usage of the term estrada. However, it was found out that
the notion show covers cultural aspect of social life which is implemented in life as a vivid
performance aiming at entertaining and shaped in an esthetic way. Although, it’s not limited by the
sphere of art. So, it has been suggested to use the word show as a part of a future term to specify the
sphere of usage of the term show. The article dwells upon the definitions of the term show art which is
offered as a substitute of the term Estrada. So, show art is a special way of modifying the reality with
the purpose of creating esthetic reflection of acute events of social life in form of a fictional unit. The
key characteristics of show art is its great involvement (in terms of spectaculars and ones who create
it) interactive quality, openness, vivid external characteristics, great amount of different means of
expression, limited time duration, no attachment to a specific space, entertaining goal.
