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No one can deny the tremendous influence technology has nowadays. It has
become essential in the way we watch films and listen to music, socialise and get
informed. This made educators consider using technology at the lessons in order to
stimulate students’ intrinsic motivation. For example, students would assimilate better
the material if it were presented in the form of a PPT or a poster (using Canva, Padlet or
other sources). This kind of presentation addresses both auditory and visual styles. Thus,
students are exposed to a variety of different information and they are at a loss.

Computer-Assisted Language Learning (CALL) is gaining more and more
popularity. Thus, teachers should acquire new skills in order to be able to use them and
facilitate the students’ learning process.

M. Warschauer and D. Healy cited by Douglas H. Brown speak in favour of
CALL pointing out the following benefits: 1. multimodal practice with feedback;
2. individualization in a large class; 3. pair and small-group work on projects, either
collaboratively or competitively; 4. the fun factor; 5. variety in the resources available
and learning styles used; 6. exploratory learning with large amounts of language data;
7. real-life skill building in computer use [2, p. 145].

Indeed, the above mentioned factors prove that CALL is a style that would
comprise many learning styles at once. In addition, it will create a pleasant atmosphere
and it could make the learning process enjoyable. It can also help to make the process
more individual. The possibility of choosing can foster learner autonomy.

Having analysed scientific investigations, teachers’ blogs and online learning
resources [ 1-3] we have defines several approaches to the differentiation of autonomous
English learning on the Internet.

1. English learning website
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The application of Internet technology has greatly broken the limitations of space
and time in class. Autonomy English learning on the Internet can spread the knowledge
from in class to out of class. Of course, websites cannot take the place of library, but
they have their own special functions such as, speed of search, immediate information,
etC. We recommend the following foreign English language learning
websites:https://learnenglish.britishcouncil.org/; http://eleaston.com/english.html;

2. English learning magazine

3. English Learning Discussion Group by E-mail

It’s a more economical way to subscribe by e-mail. There are many English
learning discussion groups on the Internet, such as, the intensive English forum, science
and technology English forum, the English Writing forum and teaching discussion
forum. We recommend three abroad discussion groups: «English writing forumy,
«English learning lovery, «BBC».

4. English chat room

In order to develop oral English, many people take oral class, chat with foreign
teachers, or participate in English corners on campus. However, they still find it little
effective. The great way out is visiting chat room. Chatting on the Internet, you can
understand different country’s cultural connotation and background. Meanwhile, it can
stimulate the interest in oral or write, and improve the level step by step.

Conclusion. Being technologically friendly, students should be encouraged to use
technology for their academic progress. This would foster learner autonomy, and will
make them sense the responsibility they have for their learning. Similarly, learner
autonomy will enhance the security needed for risk taking, i.e. students will have to
make their own decisions understanding the consequences they may lead to.
